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Enhancing Security  
MDC using automated Visitor Recording Solution 
 
MyKad is being used to upgrade security measures in MDC. The Visitor 
Recording System (VRS) release 1.0 is currently being implemented at the MDC 
Reception Desk. Visitors are now required to wear Visitor Tag through automated 
printout of MyKad. However, manual input is necessary for non-MyKad holders. 
Some of the salient features of the VRS 1.0 include: 
 

�  Automated retrieval of MyKad open data 
�  Eliminates human error in manual data recording 
�  Systematic information management 
�  Search functionality by Identity Card Number & Name 
�  Generation of reports by Day, Month, Individual & All Visitors 
�  Data Fields can be set dynamically by the Administrator / User 
�  Automated printout of Visitor Tag 

 
An enhanced version capable of capturing instant photo of non-MyKad visitors is 
being developed. VRS release 2.0 is scheduled to be ready by Q2 2006.
